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Issues to be addressed

HCFC 1s the major refrigerant in many refrigeration appliances

HCFC is currently the main foam blowing agent used in the A5 countries
Identification and selection of alternatives i1s still going on

Various applications would require different replacement alternatives

The implications will affect the design, installation, operation and
servicing of appliances

The cost implications have not yet been established

The ExCom is still working on the new guidelines and criteria of
financial assistance to A5 countries (second conversion, cut-off date,
eligible cost items, cost effectiveness, accounting for other environmental
and global warming benefits etc.)
