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Monitoring Plans

Monitoring Plans are included in EU ETS Permits, which are 
issued by local administration – environmental departments 
(about 400 institutions); Those departments are responsible
for compliance between monitoring plans and MRG; 
Additionally after Permits are issued, they are send to 
KASHUE and during upload process to our IT database they 
are once again checked:  

List of sources;
List of fuel and material streams;
List of tiers;

Installation name and NAP identifiaction number;
Permit number;
Reporting year
Signatures; stamps;
Completeness of tabels;
Contact details;

Emission report

All data from emission report are uploaded into 
IT database and they are compared with data 
from monitoring plan. If there are some 
differences or miscalculation is found red alert 
is activated.

Emission report

If there is no mistake, reported annual 
emission from installation is send to national 
registry – 31 March; 
If mistakes are found, KASHUE contact with
operator and verifier and they must provide 
corrected report. Not till then annual emission 
is send to national registry. 



Typical monitoring mistakes

Wrong emission factors ( from previous year) 
Simple calculation mistakes; 
Lack of calibration or legalization documents;
Rounding mistakes;
